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School Overview

THINK Global School (TGS) is a high school that offers students a transformative education focused on
place-based and project-based learning. With a 3% acceptance rate and a deliberately small student
body, TGS enrolls only the most exceptional students for Grades 10-12. Attendees hail from a diversity
of backgrounds but are all aligned in their commitment to growing through firsthand experiences

and a shared vision for a more equitable and compassionate world. Since its inception, THINK Global
School has held terms in over 30 countries and graduated 182 students hailing from 51 countries.

Academic Overview

THINK Global School’'s Changemaker Curriculum combines high academic standards with student-
driven, project-based learning. Through development in three key areas — mastery, autonomy, and
purpose — the Changemaker Curriculum shapes informed global citizens who are empowered to enact
change.

Students also experience the best of both worlds by learning in real-world environments and
traditional classroom settings, enabling them to maximize their productivity during self-directed
projects and teacher-led project modules. This student-centered approach to learning emphasizes
proactive problem-solving, creativity, and deep critical thinking — invaluable skills in our increasingly
interconnected global society.

2024-25 School Calendar

Each academic year, TGS students travel to four countries where they live and learn through firsthand
experiences and projects relevant to their surroundings for seven weeks. Before each term begins,
students take part in one week of online learning to prepare for the experiences that lie ahead. It's a
valuable way for students to understand in-country expectations and hit the ground running.
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In between countries, students have five-week breaks to reconnect with family and friends, prep for
university entrance exams, and develop and implement their mastery and service projects.

Even with these breaks factored in, students at THINK Global School average 192 days of school per
year, which is higher than the United States average (180) and places TGS on par with countries such
as Canada, Australia, the UK, New Zealand, and Japan.

School Demographics

THINK Global School students come from across the world and many socioeconomic backgrounds,
ethnicities, and systems of belief. They hail from twenty-five countries, speak a multitude of languages,
and have experienced vastly different childhoods. Due to a 3% acceptance rate, attendees undergo

a highly selective admissions process that includes student and parent interviews, a VIA Character
Strengths Assessment, teacher recommendations, and other forms of skills evaluation.

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Grading Scale

THINK Global School employs a non-weighted, universal scale to determine student grades. Grades
are represented in an alpha fashion on student report cards and transcripts, with the grades being
converted numerically to calculate their grade point average.

TGS diplomas require four years of high school; however, TGS does not offer grade 9. As a result,
Grade 10 applicants must provide an official transcript for their Grade 9 year from their previous

school. Similarly, Grade 11 applicants must submit official transcripts for both Grade 9 and Grade 10.

Graduation Requirements

Graduation requirements are for four years as TGS students are in 10th, 11th and 12th grade plus
the final year at their previous school. In addition to traditional high school credit requirements, upon
graduation, students must be proficient in all 21st Century Skills, successfully complete an individual
Capstone Research Project, a service project, a mastery project, and participate in TGS’ student
wellness and university preparation programs.

Academic and Social-Emotional Advisory

With the guidance of their academic advisor, students pursue 1-2 academic projects per term. These
can take the form of anything from conducting scientific research and presenting their findings to
creating a paper or presentation to document their new understanding of a chosen subject or topic.
An academic advisor helps plan and evaluate this work, tracking it against the school’s learning
targets to ensure students receive a well-rounded education covering all academic disciplines.

Advisory goes beyond academics at THINK Global School, however. Thanks to its small community,
TGS can emphasize a whole-child approach, where advisors support each student’s social, emotional,
physical, and moral development individually. Rooted in kindness and understanding, this advisory
system helps students grow into the best versions of themselves, whatever that may be.

Project-Based Learning and Skills Mastery

Project-based learning models how we live and work in the real world and challenges students to acquire a

deep understanding of complex issues. Project modules at TGS are multidisciplinary and collaborative, eight
weeks in length, and provide authentic opportunities for students to think critically, guide their learning, and
hold themselves accountable for high quality results.

Another key aspect of a THINK Global School education is skills mastery. Each project is constructed around
122 learning targets spanning nine subject categories alongside 21st Century Skills. As students progress
through grade levels, they must achieve the rank of novice in all of our learning targets, specialist in 70% of our
targets, and complete one mastery project to meet the requirements for graduation. Some students go well
beyond these requirements, however, in turn demonstrating a strong drive to excel and push their learning to
higher levels.

Assessment is based on two principles, excellence and mastery, which are governed by the levels of Bloom’s
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Taxonomy, found below.

Produce new or original work
Design, assemble, construct, conjecture, develop, formulate, author, and investigate.

Justify a stand or decision
Appraise, argue, defend, judge, select, support, value, critique, and weigh.

Draw connections among ideas
Differentiate, organize, relate, compare, constrast, distinguish, examine,
experiment, question, and test.

Use information in new situations
Execute, implement, solve, use, demonstrate, interpret, operate, schedule,
and sketch.
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Explain ideas or concepts
Classify, describe, discuss, explain, identity, locate, recognize, report,
select, and translate.

Recall facts and basic concepts
Define, duplicate, list, memorize, repeat, and state.



School Origin

THINK Global School was founded in 2010 by Joann McPike, an intrepid traveler herself, to match
the boundless curiosity of her son, Alex. Inspired by a vision of education that transcends traditional
classroom boundaries, Joann set out to create a school where students would explore and evolve
while learning, initially by visiting three different countries each year. Since its inception, this
experiential approach has fostered awe, adaptability, and a deep understanding of diverse cultures
in all TGS students, providing them with a perspective of the world unique among their peers.

Student Wellness

At THINK Global School, student wellness is prioritized through a holistic approach encompassing
physical, emotional, and social well-being.

Capstone Research Project

The Capstone Mastery Project is a year-long project through which students demonstrate their
ethical research practices, analytical skills, leadership qualities, and written and oral communication
proficiency.

As part of their Capstone Mastery Project, students are required to conduct original research, data
collection, analysis, and synthesis of their findings. To conclude the project, they must defend their
thesis before a panel of educators.

weXplore Excursions

weXplores at THINK Global School are week-long excursions held each term that allow students

to venture outside their host city and see a different part of the country. Each weXplore is
multidisciplinary and typically tied to the module our students participate in. Designed to broaden
horizons and foster personal growth by exposing students to local challenges, weXplores are often
regarded as our students’ favorite week of the term.
